Also the Saltwater 

spinning gear will be able to be used for jigging..  Will be talking to the PFCI hosts        

regarding gear. If you want to grab some lures to take over make sure they are new and 

still in the packets.. If you use them over there you will most likely have to leave them 

as quarantine don't like freshwater gear coming in..
