Have changed the Fish species to only include the ones we want to 

bring back.. No rock cod or Shark. But fell free to bring in a shark 

if you like and there may just be a bonus point or 2 on offer. This 

will cut down on the catch coming in and wastage.. Have also put a 

limit on Kahawai that can be weighed in to 3 So make sure the 

ones you keep are worth the biggest fish title..  

Any questions we can sort it out on the drive down or at the resort 

when we arrive. 

Also you can bring in other species if they are of record weight.. A 

page of the current records will be at the resort but these wont be 

counted as points.. Will be for bragging rights only.. :)
